HUMIDIFICATION-THE BASIC AND SIMPLE APPROACH TO A WORKABLE SYSTEM

The industrial process sector requires some control over the amount of moisture content in the environment. Proper levels of humidity are necessary to protect sensitive materials, delicate machinery and equipment, as well as personnel working in that environment. Relative humidity combined with temperature and air flow can provide either a


comfortable or uncomfortable work place. Moisture level requirements can vary widely from industry to industry and it is important that the operational needs of the end user are fully understood.
