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ASHRAE TASK GROUP 1 – GENERAL LEGAL EDUCATION

PROGRAM AND PUBLICATION INTEREST SURVEY
Task Group 1 - General Legal Education ("TG1-GLE") was formed two years ago to educate ASHRAE members through programs and publications about general legal matters that touch and concern the HVAC&R industry. The Task Group, which includes engineers, attorneys and other HVAC&R industry members, has presented seven seminars and a forum at ASHRAE's annual and winter meetings, all of which have been extremely well attended and very well received. It has also published six articles in the ASHRAE Journal, prepared a special publication titled "The ASHRAE Member's Survival Guide - Contracts," which focuses on risk management through the use of contract terms, and produced a videotape and DVD titled "The Good, The Bad, and The Ugly," which deals with the use of documents and e-mails in litigation.

TG1-GLE would now like to focus its efforts on helping chapter members. To that end, we have prepared  and attached a simple two-page Program and Publications Interest Survey that is designed to tell us what kinds of information chapter members want and how they think it should be delivered.
