DO FUEL CELLS HAVE MUSCLES?


New sensing and actuation technologies with fuel cell membranes��Fuel cells are best known as clean power sources that generate electricity from the chemical reaction of hydrogen and oxygen.  Fewer people realize that fuel cell materials can also be used as motion sensors and miniature motors.  This talk will discuss ongoing research at Virginia Tech for the development of new actuation materials that are sometimes called 'artificial muscles', and new motion sensors that can be used for the measurement of vibration and stress.  We will discuss applications in fuel cell diagnostics, the development of lightweight micropositioners, and recent research in targeted drug delivery and the treatment of vascular disease.  





Don Leo is an Assistant Professor in the Mechanical Engineering Department at Virginia Tech.  His research interests are in the area of dynamics and controls of active material systems.




















Jim gave a very informative and practical presentation on HVAC system commissioning.  After reviewing the basics of commissioning, Jim presented two case studies demonstrating the advantages and long term savings associated with proper start-up and operation of HVAC systems.  Jim commented that most of the buildings that they commission are 30,000 SF or larger and often are for buildings with critical or complex uses (labs, hospitals) and owners with multiple facilities.
