Student Activities





MATHCOUNTS





MATHCOUNTS is a national math competition for middle school students (sixth, seventh, and eighth grades) sponsored by the National Society of Professional Engineers and other associations and businesses.  ASHRAE is deeply involved in this program.  ASHRAE members involved in this year’s competition were Pat Cady, Ronnie Miller, Keith Workman, and Ron Bessette.  Mike Baratta, Bob Canova, and Michelle Caruthers represented VSPE.  All have been working for the past year to help provide this year’s February 8, 2003 MATHCOUNTS Competition.  





Eight schools in the Roanoke region of NSPE were involved in this competition.  These schools included Andrew Lewis Middle School, Staunton River Middle School, Greater Roanoke Home Educators Home School, Faith Christian School, Axton Middle School, Martinsville Middle School, William Byrd Middle School, and Craig County Middle School.  Andrew Lewis Middle School received top honors as the highest scoring team.  This team and the next two highest scoring students went to Richmond in March to compete against the other regional winners in the state.  The top four students in the state competition will be going to Chicago, Illinois in May to compete against the students winning their states’ competitions.  





The next competition will be in February 2004.  We hope to have as many, if not more, schools competing.  We also hope to get the industry involved to help support MATHCOUNTS.  There are many costs associated with MATHCOUNTS.  These include mailing information to all 30+ schools in the region, keeping those schools, who do accept the challenge to compete, informed about the date and location of the competition, providing for facility rental, providing lunch and trophies to the competitors, and providing travel money to the winning team and two students and their coaches to go to Richmond for the state competition.

Details of APRIL Program





One of the challenges facing the deployment of fuel cell technologies is the availability of a hydrogen fuel infrastructure.  In the near term, hydrogen for fuel cell systems serving buildings will be provided by fuel processors that convert natural gas to hydrogen. 





Hydrogen for transportation applications will also be provided by stationary fuel processors since most vehicle manufacturers are now focusing on pure hydrogen vehicles instead of vehicles that incorporate on-board reforming of hydrocarbon fuels.





The hydrogen power park concept attempts to improve the economic characteristics of both of these applications by using a single fuel processor to provide hydrogen for one or more buildings and a vehicle refueling station.  With this approach, the load factor for the fuel processor can be improved thus providing a better return on the fuel processor investment and reducing the frequency of inefficient part load operation.
