2003-2004 Roanoke Chapter Awards





The ASHRAE 2004 Chapters Regional Conference (CRC) for Region III was held in Philadelphia, PA August 12th through 14th.  The Roanoke Chapter had 9 members in attendance and returned home with the Sore Foot Award.  This award is determined by multiplying the number of members in attendance by the distance traveled to CRC. 





Our Membership Chairman, Chris Meacham, and the Membership Committee did an especially fine job this past year.  They received the Red Ribbon Award and the Top Gun Award for second place in points.  Thank you to all for a job well done.





John Mann received the Full Circle Award for the chapter as Resource Promotion Chairman.  Full Circle is given to the chapters when all officers contribute $100.00 or more to ASHRAE Resource.





Once again due to the efforts of our officers, chairs and committee members, we received the Premier Award.  The Premier Award requires that a chapter make The Presidential Award of Excellence (PAOE) every year from the chapter’s inception or since 1970.  PAOE requires a minimum number of points in a variety of categories.  The points and categories have varied some over the years.  During the 2003-2004 year Chapter Operations, TEGA, History, Student Activities, Chapter Membership and Resource Promotion were the categories.  We also received Star which indicates we received PAR in all categories.  Par is generally double the minimum points or greater.  





As noted above, the Roanoke Chapter has earned the Premier Award since the chapter began.  Once a chapter fails to earn the necessary points to make Premier it will not be eligible again.  Roanoke is now the only chapter in Region III eligible for Premier Award.





The 2005 CRC will be held in Roanoke.  There will be many opportunities for you to participate during this ASHRAE year in both the chapter activities and in preparation for CRC.  Please let Chris Beverly, President, and Allen Crocker, CRC Chair, know that you are interested and willing to take part.
