INTERESTING FACTS ABOUT ASHRAE RESEARCH PROMOTION





There are 4 separate areas that RP dollars help to fund:


Research


Education (ASHRAE Learning Institute)


ASHRAE Foundation (Research Endowed Funds)


General Fund(Contributions support special Board approved projects)





Unlike many non-profits (or not-for-profit) organizations, 100% of RP dollars go directly to research (not a portion, for example you’ve heard $0.92 of every dollar you give goes to….)





ASHRAE matches the RP dollars contributed every year.  For example, 2010/2011, RP contributions totaled ~$2.1 Million, so ASHRAE matched that for a total of $4.2 Million to research)





Currently there are ~160 research projects ongoing and approximately $16 Million dollars worth.

States to Use 90.1-2010 by Oct. 18, 2013�WASHINGTON—ASHRAE's Washington office is reporting that the U.S. Department of Energy (DOE) has determed that ANSI/ASHRAE/IES Standard 90.1-2010, Energy Standard for Buildings Except Low-Rise Residential Buildings, saves more energy than Standard 90.1-2007. Specifically, DOE found national source energy savings of approximately 18.2%, and site energy savings of approximately 18.5%, when comparing the 2010 and 2007 versions of Standard 90.1. As a result of this week's DOE final determination, states are required to certify by Oct. 18, 2013 that that have reviewed the provisions of their commercial building code regarding energy efficiency and updated their code to meet or exceed Stanard 90.1-2010.

Hank Jackson, owner and principal of ETech Solutions, has provided technical training and consulting services in the energy efficiency marketplace since 1979. Introduction to Geothermal Heat Pump Systems


�Many electric utilities would like to promote the installation of geothermal heating and air conditioning systems (sometimes branded as GeoExchangeSM systems) in their service territory.  The acceptance of the technology by design professionals and local contractors is key to this objective.  The design professional wants a system that will operate correctly and provide the specified performance.  The contractor wants a system that is easy to install and generates few "call-backs" to correct installation problems. And the owner wants optimum performance and minimum first cost.  This lecture provides an introduction to the design and installation resources that have been developed for meeting these objectives, and will provide some "real world" experiences associated with installing GeoExchangeSM systems.
